2 rooms on upper level, 11 persons each; baths on lower level

Cabins:

Eight cabins housing 8 persons each; with electricity; unheated

Tent Sites:

Tent use is permitted in designated areas of camp

Meeting Facilities

Our meeting facilities are perfect for your daytime event, family reunion, or retreat.  Both overnight and day use guests can reserve space in these facilities, which are adaptable to a variety of activities.

Burnam Lodge:
Living room style meeting space for 10-15 people; winterized/air conditioned

Craft Room:
Large meeting space in climate-controlled facility; accommodates up to 50 people

Dining Hall:
Seats 100 people; screened front porch (with rocking chairs!) overlooks meadow; restrooms; fireplace

Pavilion:
Open-air pavilion with roof, concrete floor, picnic tables and electricity;  accommodates 75-100 people

                          Hiking Trails, Boating, Fishing, Campfires, Stargazing, Volleyball, and just playing in the great outdoors are available for your group at Burnamwood!  Plan to enjoy your time in this beautiful setting.

Swimming Pool:
Open Memorial Day through Labor Day; bathhouse and restroom facilities at the pool; Groups swim at their own risk.

Food Service

We offer a full service menu at Burnamwood for our groups.  All meals provided by Burnamwood will be served in the Dining Hall.  A menu and meal planner is included in this packet!  If there are special dietary needs, please let us know in advance.  Groups may also prepare their own meals in the Burnam Lodge kitchen, which includes a full size refrigerator, oven and microwave.  Groups doing their own cooking in Burnam Lodge will need to provide cookware and utensils.

Usage Policies

There are very few restrictions of guests at Burnamwood, and groups will be held responsible for observing the following policies:

Recreation Facilities and Equipment: Guests are expected to return all equipment to the camp manager when finished.

Health Care: Basic First Aid Supplies are available from the camp director.  No medical services will be administered by Burnamwood staff, and insurance coverage is the responsibility of each group.  Burnamwood and Transylvania Presbytery accept no responsibility for accidents that may occur during your group’s stay.  Emergency Room care is available at Marcum Wallace Hospital in Irvine (10 minutes away).

Quiet Time: Hours of rest for all guests and staff are essential.  At 11:00 p.m. all guests are to be in their own facilities and quiet time is observed.  Any exception must be negotiated in advance with the Burnamwood office.

Smoking:  Smoking is PROHIBITTED inside any buildings at Burnamwood.

Alcohol/Drugs: The use of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs on the grounds or in buildings at Burnamwood is PROHIBITTED.  Evidence of use by individuals or groups will result in their being asked to leave immediately.

Fireworks/Firearms:  Possession of fireworks or firearms on camp property is PROHIBITTED.

Pets:  For the health and safety of all guests, pets are not permitted on the grounds.

Damages:  Accidents do happen; please report them immediately to the camp director.  Willful destruction or vandalism to camp property will result in a $50 charge plus repair/clean-up costs.

Reservation Procedure

· Reservations for the use of Burnamwood are accepted on a first-come, first-served basis.  Requests for the use of facilities can be made through the Burnamwood office by calling  (606) 723-2572 or toll free at 1-866-723-2572.  Reservations will be accepted up to one year in advance.

· Upon receiving your request for the use of Burnamwood, a reservation form will be mailed to you.  (Included in this packet)  This form must be completed and returned to the Burnamwood office with the full deposit within two weeks or the dates may be offered to another group.  Upon receipt of the contract and deposit, your reservation will be confirmed.  The deposit will be applied to your final bill.

· You will be billed for the number of participants and number of meals as indicated on the reservation form.  You must notify our office of any changes in your reservation no less than two weeks prior to your event.
